College Credit Opportunity
The Emergency Management Institute (EMI) has an avenue to award college credit for completion of Independent Study Courses.  College credit is provided through Frederick Community College (FCC) , which reviews and determines which FEMA Independent Study courses meet academic standards.  FCC is fully accredited by the MIddle States Association of Colleges and offers several emergency academic programs.  

Credit could be used towards:

· An Associate's degree, Certificate, or Letter of Recognition (LOR) in Emergency Management from FCC

· Promotion potential if your organization considers college credit in this field for advancement potential

· Personal and professional development
